Directions to PEN-AR-PONT from Dieppe.
Follow signs to Rouen on the N27 to get out of Dieppe. Keep on this road for about 30 km until you reach the A29, where you now follow directions to Le Havre and Caen.  Keep on the A29, do not take the turning for Le Havre (green sign) but keep following signs to Caen.  After about 60 km you will pass over the two big bridges over the Seine.  After a few km you will reach the A13 motorway, still following directions to Caen.  On reaching Caen, take the south Peripherique (ring road), pass junctions 16 to 10 and take junction 9 onto the A 84 towards Rennes.  After about 80 km, just past Avranches, take the N175 (E401) towards St Malo/St Brieuc.  This road will change to the N176, but still keep going towards St Brieuc/St Malo.  Keep on the N176; do not turn off to St Malo.  About 40 km after the St Malo turning, still on the N176, you will meet the N 12.  Follow directions to St Brieuc.  Keep on the N 12 through Lamballe, St Brieuc and just after Guingamp, take the D767 motorway to Lannion.  
After about 12 km take the turning to Begard.  That takes you up to a roundabout at the top of the hill.  Take the exit that is almost straight over the roundabout (the exit after the exit into the Intermarche supermarket).  Keep on that road, past Gifi on the left, and straight over the roundabout past the boulangerie.  Keep on the same road until the next roundabout and take the third exit that goes past the Quatre Chemins restaurant towards Pluzunet.  Keep on this road until you come to a junction and take the left hand road (not the one to the dechetterie).  Then almost immediately take the right hand turn to Pluzunet past the windmills.  
As you come into Pluzunet, take the right turn and you will go past the school on your left. You will come into a 30km limit and will see a bar ahead of you on the left, before you enter the square.  Take the left hand turn before that bar onto the D74 towards Le Vieux Marche.  Keep on this road for about 3k. – it`s quite a way so don`t give up. Pass Quinquis and then Kervern.     After you pass a turning on your right to Le Danot and Requite you will start to go downhill through wooded countryside. You will pass a modern house set into the woods on your left. Just after this house you will see the sign Pen-ar-Pont on your right. Our turning is on the right directly past this sign. If you get to the bridge over the river, turn round because you have just gone past our place.
